The regular February meeting of the School District 145 Board of Education was called to order on Wednesday, February 4, 2009 at 7:00 P.M., in the Central Office Board Room at 14511 Heywood Street, Waverly, Nebraska.

Notice of the meeting was given in advance by posting in accordance with the Board of Education approved method for giving notice of meetings.  Notice of this meeting was given in advance to all members of the Board of Education.  Availability of the agenda was communicated in the posted notice and a current copy of the agenda was maintained as stated in the posted notice.
Members present for Roll Call were Linda Bevans, David Doran, Dennis Francke, Andy Grosshans, and Dale Rolofson.  Alan Retzlaff was absent and excused.
The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
